PARENTS: Please make sure that clothing brought to camp is appropriate for camp, and please label EVERYTHING 
brought to camp with camper's full name. Many companies offer stickers, please ensure they are water-proof. 
 
Storage Provided at Camp 
In the bunk, campers and staff alike are provided with storage during their session. Each person will have 6 cubbies in 
the cabin and at least an additional 3 cubbies in the cabin foyer. Each cubbie is approximately 15"w x 10.5"h x 24"d. 
Approximately 6" of hanging space is also provided.

Shoes

1 shoes/sandals for wear to pool & lake (all sandals worn outside the cabin must have a heel strap) 
flip-flops may be worn inside the cabin only

2 fitted sheets (72"x30" - twin size works)

2 pillowcases 
1 pillow 
1 blanket 
4 bath towels 
2 beach/pool towels 
2 washcloth

PLEASE NOTE PROHIBITED ITEMS 
Cell phones, smart phones, computers, tablets or any other device with internet capabilities 
E-readers, iPods, game devices - anything with a screen that may play videos or games 
Shoes with high-heels or with wheels in the heels 
Plastic drawers that do not fit inside cubbies 
Cases of bottled water
